This last September,
we made the second of
several concrete pours
that will be the base of
aunique addition to
the facilities at ICE.
This solid start on the
Concrete poured into stem wall foundation of the
Lodgeat Ingalls
Creek continues to demonstrate the commitment to
the vision, established by the founders, of afacility
where those seeking and experiencing agrowing faith
can retreat and find enrichment through Christ. The
5000 sg. ft. multi-use facility will provide meeting
and eating accommodations for 100 or so individuals
as they participate in various activities of renewal and
enrichment.

The next step: in Spring
2001, work will continue as
the plumbing for the
bathroom and kitchen are set
in place and the concrete
floor poured. Thiswill alow
the steel frameto be
constructed and a roof
installed. Whilewe are just
about to submit a grant
application for the fundsto
complete the Lodge (see
article “ Satus of Grant Application”) the funds
necessary to complete the foundation and floor have
been provided by many folks, in response to the
fundraising campaign began in February 2000. These
friends have found ICE faithful and have joined in the
ministry, expanding the vision to create “ A placein
God's creation where you really matter.”

Charitable Trust foundation. The grant package
focuses on the necessary funding to complete the new
Lodge at Ingalls Creek (i.e., multi-purpose building)
and begin developing an expanded ministry that has
been envisioned for ICE. The new lodge facility will
allow ICE to operate throughout the year, providing
for some incredible fall, winter, and spring ministry
events. Also, the grant package includes the vision of
coupling with the Pacific Northwest Cross
Connection to bring youth outreach mission camps to
the greater Wenatchee-Leavenworth area, aswell as
coordinating with the Joni & Friends ministry to
develop the camp for hosting special camps designed
to foster hope and spiritual growth for the severely
physically challenged.

Developing the grant package is a major undertaking
to gather all the specific information necessary to
convince a philanthropic organization that our project
isaworthwhile investment. However, once such a
package is developed, it can be modified rather easily
for submittal to other foundations.

Asyou can see, the ICE Board is serious about taking
the ICE ministry to the next level. We are aways
looking for people who would liketo join usin
helping ICE to become all that God has envisioned for
the camp.
