So when the
last of the snow isgone, it isour prayer that the funds
will be there to allow not only the roof and wallsto be
constructed but, hopefully, enough to continue to the
next steps. We already have an experienced crew
chief (Chris Smith) ready to muster ateam and
material to construct the walls. We will contract with
one of the several biddersto install the steel roof as
soon asthe funds arein place. Then, on to the next
steps — completing the sewer, adding some interior
walls, installing the required fire suppression system...

UPDATE ON THE FUND DRIVE

Earlier this year we started our “Raise The Roof”
campaign to raise funds for putting the roof and walls
on the Multi-Purpose Building. Thank you for al the
ways you helped — money, prayers and help with work
partiesl We raised more than $15,000. That was
terrific... but we need more. We also had several very
productive work parties. The shoring of the wall
behind the building is almost compl ete (thanks to the
Pattons). Thejoists for the second floor are on the
second floor. The walls around the entrance to the
amphitheater have been rebuilt (thanksto Jim
Berkman, the Erharts and friends). New shelvesarein
the sea-van to make more use of our storage space
(thanks to David, Karen and Carol Ann Erickson).

Over the last four summers we went from having an
empty field to pouring the footings, then the stem
walls, last year was piping and the floor, and this year
we erected the steel frame. But thisisjust the
beginning.

So far, with your generosity, we have been ableto
spend atotal of $95,000 on this project and already
have $20,000 available for next year. Estimates are
that the roof and walls will cost $25,000. To finish
the entire building we estimate the need will be
$400,000. So, asyou can see, we need more!

I’m asking peopl e to consider a continuing pledge to
ICE of any amount. A pledge will help us by allowing
us to better budget our income for the year. You can
do this by adding it to your normal pledge to West
Side —just make sure to designate that you want it sent
to ICE.

KEEPING THE CAMPING MINISTRY
HEALTHY WHILE WORKING

ON THE LODGE

ICE has avery valued camping ministry that we do not
want to lose as we expand our camping ministry to
include lodge-based camps. The camping ministry
serves both large and small church groups alike by
providing a very cost-friendly opportunity to
experience the great outdoors while growing closer to
God and closer together in His name.

To ensure the vitality of our camping ministry, it is
necessary that we devel op new campsites to replace
the old ones lost due to the construction of the new
lodge and to expand this vital camping ministry. New
potential campsites have been identified in both the
lower area of ICE and just below the current main
parking lot for approximately six new rustic 8®12©
cabins for campers who would prefer that type of
camping experience.

Thisyear we have been able to convert four of these
new potential campsites into reality, but we have
several moreto go. Thus, we would welcome
individuals or groups who would beinterested in
taking on a project to develop one or more of these
potential campsites. Developing acampsite usually
entails grubbing out underbrush, moving rock (it
wouldn’t be an ICE project if one didn’t have to move
rocks!), leveling the areafor atent site and apicnic
table location,, and putting bark over the tent site.
Also, thiswinter we will be laying out the new cabin
sites, assembling a bill of materials, developing a
standard set of plans for cabin construction, and
producing a cost estimate for the construction of each
cabin. Theintent isto make the construction of each
cabin an attractive mission project for youth and/or
adult groups. The cost is expected to be roughly
$1000 for each cabin, which is within the range of
many church youth mission projects. Itisalso
expected that, given the bill of materials and plans, a
group could easily construct a cabin within aweek
providing a chance for closure and afeeling of
accomplishment for the group. The opportunity will
also be open to individuals or self-assembled groups
to take on the building of a cabin as a mission project.
If you are interested in building one of these cabins or
developing a campsite, please contact either Steve
Critchlow or myself for the details.

God has really blessed the |CE camping ministry over
these past years, and we want to continue to ensure
that it remains avital instrument for God to usein
reaching out to individuals and families to draw them
closer to Him.
