how could we make their time at ICE meaningful?

An afternoon hike up to a swimming hole in the Alpine
Wilderness Area provided the answer. Eleven-year-
old Christopher Head, a boy from the local
neighborhood who was swimming, was suddenly
swept downstream by a powerful current, then his leg
wedged tightly under a log. With only his head above
water and unable to free himself, he began an hour-
long struggle to survive the swirling, frigid water.

Spotting his head just above water, Matt Edminster,
Alongside Ministry leader of the Estonians, and the
young men took turns in the icy stream holding him up
and praying with him. Sprinting about a mile down the
trail to the retreat center, the girls summoned help.
Not yet understanding the seriousness of the situation,
David Erickson (ICE board member) headed up to the
trail head with his vehicle to see what was needed.
First he sent tow straps, then used his cell phone
(which had previously not worked in this steep terrain)
to call 911. Amazingly, this time the phone worked!
Rescuers, who arrived as Christopher was facing
hypothermia, were about to break his leg to pull him
from the stream. Suddenly, a rock dislodged
underfoot, allowing the swift water rescue team to lift
him out. Word spread quickly that he was safe.

In the midst of this scary situation, we were privileged
to see God'’s hand of protection on Christopher plus
the Estonians knew that God had brought them 10,000
miles to ICE for a very special reason. It was
wonderful to see Christopher the next day with only a
bruise on his leg and thankfulness in his heart. Praise
God for this miracle of
timing and courage!

Late last fall we saw the skeleton of the steel frame
bolted to the concrete foundation and floor. Then as
the snow melted in spring we (the ICE board) stepped
out in faith on the roof — well, we contracted others to
actually step out on the steel roof, and the roof was
installed in May.

The monumental task of enclosing the lodge was
conducted by the masterful hands of Chris Smith.
Chris ordered materials, (assisted by Jerry Goecke),
planned each workday's construction tasks and
orchestrated the teams of volunteer workers (over 40
families participated during the summer.) Chris was
often called upon to provide instruction to various
construction ensembles’ and various soloists. After
each wall was assembled from boards laid out on the
floor, all hands joined in unison choruses of “1.2.3, lift”
and each wall was hoisted and placed. Many workers
discovered the ICE philosophy that fellowship and
camaraderie do make each task much more fun. Even
as folks arrived to celebrate and dedicate the Lodge on
October 11, 2003, the exterior sheeting was secured in
place with the staccato of the air nailer.

Already anticipating spring, the ICE team contemplates
the next major steps which include completing the
interior wall framing, closing in the soffits and installing
the required fire suppression system. These next
tasks in the Lodge construction will be divided into
smaller

sizes to allow several others to take leadership while
allowing completion of each task within the summer
timeframe. Oh, by the way there is a great need for
others to take leadership in these various projects.

The ICE board has exclaimed in our exhaustion, “how
are we going to get this all done and with what will we
pay for it?” Well, WE are not going to do it. God will
call his people to respond to His will. We have come
a long way in four years and many have responded in
willingness to help. What is most important is that the
promise continues to be fulfilled in ways not of our will,
yet thru the will of Gods leading. Please continue to
pray, and join in the planning that is required to be
ready when spring comes.

ICE’'S NEW POWER TOOL!

What is big, heavy, and and digs in the
dirt? ... No, it's not Big Bird with his pail and shovel...
no, not Ronald McDonald on a chain gang ... nor Alan
Waltar in a banana suit. Oh! You will never guess that
it is a Case backhoe. Yep, that's right -- a backhoe.
Seeing all the rocks and all the dirt that is around the
rocks smack dab in the place were we need to put
utilities (power, water, sewer, and such) plus the many
projects not yet identified, benevolent individuals
provided directed funds to purchase a backhoe.

After doing a lot of research with emphasis on reliability
and some desirable features, we began the search. We
looked at quite a few units, locally in the Tri-Cities and in
Spokane, until we discovered a Case 580 Super K with
four wheel drive meeting the criteria established, within
the funds limit, and with the desired low hours. This unit
was previously owned by the City of Richland and was
traded in to a local dealer. It was purchased and
delivered to ICE in June. The backhoe is in great shape
needing only a few minor fix ups and some aesthetic
improvements. To assure a long life to the exterior of the
backhoe, and to satisfy the eye, it was painted, BRIGHT
yellow/orange. This tool has already been of significant
help in the building and developing of ICE. We appreciate
the donation for the backhoe, which will provide many

TREASURER’S CHEST

So far in 2003 we have received approximately $42,000 in
donations and camp fees and we have spent about
$57,000. This is OK, since we had the money in the
bank, and it was for just this purpose. A big part of the
donations, and expenses, was a directed gift for the
purchase of a backhoe. The majority of the rest of the
expense was for the roof and exterior walls of the Lodge.
Other miscellaneous expenditures went for more
mundane things like water, electricity, phone, and
insurance.

We have a challenge! As of this writing, we only have
about $5,000 available for work on the lodge and other
identified improvements. For the lodge, we envision the
need for at least $25,000 for next year. This would allow
us to finish the exterior (still need some doors and
windows, but does not include the final siding), install the
required fire sprinkler system, do some interior framing,
and possibly some of the interior electrical and plumbing.

This brings up the next point -- pledging. We could use
your help financially. Our estimates show that we still
need approximately $370,000 to complete the Lodge.
Therefore, it would be very useful if you could give us
some idea of your giving plans for 2004. In a few weeks
you should be receiving another mailing with a pledge
card. This will help ICE in planning for the work to be
done next year. Until then, | ask that you prayerfully
consider what God would have you do to support Ingalls
Creek Enrichment Center.

FUTURE GROWTH AT INGALLS

CREEK

This summer we contacted the Chelan County Building
Department to request a permit for seven 10&x 12©
bunkhouses.We had several groups that would provide
$1,000 donations and labor to get started. But....in
order to grow physically at ICE, we were told by the
Chelan County Planning Department to prepare a new
site plan before they would issue a permit. They met
with us on August 21%, with several of their department
heads, to tell us what will be expected in the new plan.

Our original plan (1990) covered 3.66 acres but we
have grown to 15.3 acres within the past couple of
years. In order to accommodate any of the following
long-range projects, we will need to provide the County
with a multitude of new documents. This will be an
exhausting but necessary process to assure our future
growth. Some of the studies that need to be completed
will require a lot of time and of course involves
spending funds that we would rather use for tangible
buildings.

Our wish list includes:

a) additional tent/tent trailer sites
b) seven 10'x12’ bunk houses
C) a 38'x72’ pole building for equipment

storage/toilet/shower (electrical/water/sewer to
existing systems)

d) a mini gazebo near bunk houses (electrical,
water)

e) water/sewer/electrical to lower picnic area

f) baseball field at heliport

0) RV area (water/sewer/electrical)

h) parking areas — >200’ from stream

i) completing the cooking area at the gazebo.
